He previously served as a
Supervising Animator at the globally renowned music and pop
culture network MTV and worked as a professor specializing
in stop-motion animation at SVA from 2002 to 2007.

Currently, he runs the Character Animation & Contents
Producing Lab, where he develops and produces animated
shorts and series. He continues to collaborate with media companies such as SK Broadband, KBS, EBS,
and CJ ENM to co-produce 2D and stop-motion animation series. Additionally, he conducts research
on content-related policies and planning.

Stephanie Choi is a Postdoctoral Associate in Korean Studies
at the Asia Research Institute at the State University of New
York, Buffalo, sponsored by the Academy of Korean Studies.
She graduated from Seoul National University with a B.M. in
Korean Music and holds an M.A. in Ethnomusicology from
Wesleyan University and a Ph.D. in Ethnomusicology from
the University of California, Santa Barbara.
